Sainty and Special Observances
Thursday: St. Patrick - He was humble and he
was courageous. The determination to accept
suffering and success with equal indifference
guided the life of God’s instrument for winning
most of Ireland for Christ. Patrick was a man
of action, with little inclination toward learning.
He had a rocklike belief in his vocation, in the
cause he had espoused. One of the few certain-
ly authentic writings is his Confessio, above all
an act of homage to God for having called Pat-
rick, unworthy sinner, to the apostolate
Friday: St. Cyril of Jerusalem - Raised in Jeru-
salem, well-educated, especially in the Scrip-
tures, he was ordained a priest by the bishop
of Jerusalem and given the task of catechizing
during Lent those preparing for Baptism and
during the Easter season the newly bap-
tized. His Catecheses remain valuable as exam-
ples of the ritual and theology of the Church in
the mid-fourth century.

Saturday: St. Joseph, Spouse of the Blessed
Virgin Mary - This just man was simply, joyfully,
wholeheartedly obedient to God — in marrying
Mary, in naming Jesus, in shepherding the
precious pair to Egypt, in bringing them to Naz-
areth, in the undetermined number of years of
quiet faith and courage. He is the Patron Saint
of the Universal Church.
